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Location 
The University of Kansas Hospital and Medical
Center is conveniently located just one mile
south of I-35 (Rainbow Exit 234) at 39th and
Rainbow Boulevard in Kansas City, Kansas. 
The hospital entrance is on Cambridge Street,
located halfway between Rainbow Boulevard
and State Line Road.

Parking
The Cambridge Parking Facility entrance is
located on Cambridge Street, across from the
hospital’s main entrance. An elevated covered
skyway connects the parking garage with the
hospital. Assisted valet parking is available at the
main entrance of the hospital, exclusively for
patients who need assistance. Assisted valet
parking hours are 8 a.m.-4 p.m. Monday through
Friday. There is a $2 fee.

Another parking facility, the Olathe Garage, is
located south of the main complex on Olathe
Boulevard, just east of Rainbow Boulevard. An
underground tunnel connects this garage to the
medical center complex.

Long-term parking is available from Parking
Services for stays and visits of two weeks or
more.

Transportation
